e Riding hat conforming to standards
BSEN1384 or PAS0105

e Plain coloured sweatshirt or dressage coat

(tweed or plain)

For the horse:
e Snaffle bridle only

e Boots and martingale allowed for warming
up but must be taken off when doing the
test

e Grass reins allowed for lead rein competitors
or very novice children (at the organisers
discretion)

8. Atthe end of the league date, all scores
will be compared and final placings will be
given. You will receive your sheets and
rosette through the post.

9. You can do as many tests as you like
during a league date and can also enter
different levels.

10. Rosette guaranteed for all entries.
